(October 20, 2016) – Pennsylvania American Water today announced the start of new water main installation in Norristown and Plymouth Township to improve service reliability, prevent water outages and enhance fire protection. The combined cost of the projects is approximately $4 million and will replace more than 2.8 miles of aging water main that dates as far back as the 1940s. 

Starting this week, crews will install new eight-inch ductile iron pipe along New Hope Street,
Northview Boulevard, Boyer Boulevard, Plymouth Boulevard, Penn Road, Volpe Road and Jefferson Street. The construction also includes installing 14 new fire hydrants. 

Pennsylvania American Water expects to complete the water main installation and service tie-ins by the end of December, weather permitting. Final paving restoration will take place next spring.

Construction will take place weekdays between 7 a.m. and 3:30 p.m.  Traffic restrictions will be in place during construction hours, and motorists are urged to find alternate routes. During construction, customers might experience temporary water service interruptions, discolored water and/or lower than normal water pressure. These projects follow Pennsylvania American Water’s additional water line upgrades in Norristown and Whitpain Township over the summer, at a combined cost of approximately $4.4 million.
