Norristown Police Department to hold a press conference on quality of life policing task force 
NORRISTOWN, PA – The Norristown Police Department in conjunction with the Montgomery County District Attorney’s Office, the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office, and the SEPTA Police Department are partnering to address both the perception and reality of safety in Norristown with a press conference on Wednesday, April 30, 2014 at 1:00 p.m. in Council Chambers at Norristown Municipal Hall.

The belief held by some, that random acts of violence occur regularly, is inaccurate. However, even an unfounded belief should be addressed because of the impact that it may have on the health and vitality of the town.  Norristown Police Chief Mark Talbot states, “We acknowledge that we haven't maximized on the impact of a formal collaboration to change the perception of safety in Norristown. Today, we are moving forward to change that.” 

A significant number of law enforcement personnel from multiple organizations are working to ensure the safety of residents, merchants in business districts and visitors. By working together they plan to achieve three broad objectives:

1. To decrease the fear of crime in the Municipality of Norristown;
2. An increase in the visibility of multi-faceted policing in the community; and 
3. The establishment of more effective collaboration around policing priorities in the municipality.
